Goal 1: Increase Affordable Housing Supply

- Priorities:
* Housing for those without homes
* Rental housing to extremely- to very-low-income households (<30% AMI to 60% AMI)
* Home ownership for moderate-income and workforce households

- Strategies:
* CDBG and HOME funds to increase supply (homeless and rental)
* CDBG and HOME funds to assist with down-payment cost for homebuyers
* Review city requirements to provide incentives for new construction
